The ReTurn stimulates the user’s natural 
pattern of movement during sit-to-stand 
transfers, strengthening their muscles and 
functional ability; making it ideal for use in a 
rehab unit or at home, allowing the user to live 
at home longer with the help of only one carer.

Can be easily used with a support 
belt thanks to its central pommel to which the belt can be attached and detached 
quickly and securely. 

Smooth surfaces – the ReTurn’s surface finish provides a safe and smooth structure 
for the user to hold. The absence of screws and fixings in this area of the frame  
means there is no risk of catching the skin on sharp or uneven surfaces and there’s  
no potential for dirt accumulation in difficult to clean areas. 

The rising ladder allows space for a natural pattern of movement and closeness 
allowing the user to pull themselves up while rising to a standing position.

Visually distinctive. The wipe clean distinctive red paint finish makes the ReTurn 
easy to visually locate. 

Tailor to the need of the user – tilting leg rests provide excellent non-weight 
bearing leg support during sit-to-stand transfers. Tilted upwards, the leg rest is ideal 
for supporting a wound dressing. The leg rests can be easily adjusted to ensure the 
user receives tailored support and can be adapted as their needs change, without the 
need for any tools. 

Easy to manoeuvre – a unique patented design makes the transfer platform 
incredibly easy to manoeuvre, even with a heavier user. The ReTurn rolls, turns  
and pivots smoothly and easily on all flooring surfaces.

Easy to clean – the fully enclosed stable base plate coupled with a sleek frame 
ensures the ReTurn is easy to clean and is an ideal solution when infection control  
is a consideration. 

Low instep of just 40mm, easily going under furniture including most rise and  
recline chairs.

A recess for the toilet at the back of the base plate makes it possible for the user  
to get close enough to achieve a good seated position.
